· Go to https://lms.bvu.edu/ and log in with your BVU Username and Password.

Use ANGEL to manage course content, keep track of grades, post assignments, have students submit assignments, share files with students, etc. If you teach the same class, you can copy and reuse your previous course.

You have a course shell for each of your courses and your students are automatically enrolled and dropped. 
Adding Content
[bookmark: _GoBack]To add any type of content in ANGEL, first you will need to:
1. Enter the appropriate course and click the Course Content tab located across the top of the page.
2. Click the Add Content link and select the type of content you want to add.
3. For a Drop Box, Discussion Forum, or Assessment, enter the Title and any instructions in the Page Text. If it’s a graded item, you can link it to the gradebook with the Assignment tab.
4. When you’re done editing it, click Save.
Making Courses Available
By default courses are hidden, so you will need to open them for your students.
1. Enter the appropriate course. Under the Tools tab click on General Course Settings from the Course nugget.
2. Click on the Access tab.
3. Change the Member Access by clicking on the dropdown arrow and choosing All Members.
4. Click Save then click OK in the message that appears.
Web Conferencing with Blackboard Collaborate
Blackboard Collaborate allows individuals to connect online through synchronous communication tools, such as chat (text, audio, video), whiteboard, and file/desktop/application sharing. Create a session through in your course through the Communication tab.
Video Messages with the Video Everywhere
ANGEL has an integration with YouTube that allows you to record and embed/link to videos (you’ll need a microphone and webcam). Record lectures, student presentations, assignment instructions, feedback on assignments, etc!
· Anywhere you see the editing toolbar (writing an email, announcement, assignment instructions, etc.) you'll see the YouTube Upload icon that looks like a webcam. Simply click the icon, enter a title & description, click Ready, and begin recording. 
· You'll have to sign into your YouTube/Google account or create a new one. When your video is recorded, you can upload it to your YouTube account and either embed or link to the video.
